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Time to Surrender 
Romans 12:1-21 

 

When I was asked to write this month’s article for the District Newsletter, I 

thought it would be easy but I kept running into what is commonly known as 

“writer’s block,” because I’m not writing for my parishioners.  Instead, I’m    

writing for my colleagues who have studied hermeneutics, exegetical process and 

systematic theology. (That’s about the extent of my 25 cent vocabulary!)  When I 

realized I was psyching myself out, God spoke clearly about 4:15 the next    

morning. (I know because I asked my wife what time it was – I’m on her list 

now!) Anyway, what follows is the message Christ laid on my heart for this     

article. 

 

By the time you receive this, we will have celebrated Ash Wednesday, the       

beginning of the Lenten Season.  I love Lent because it is a time for penitence.  

According to the Merriam-Webster Dictionary it means to express humility or 

sorrow for sins or offences.  Humility is not one of those emotions that is         

authentic by nature.  In fact, if we’re honest, many of us practice false humility.  

You know, we’re glad someone acknowledged our effort after preaching a       

sermon, while outwardly we say, “Thanks! You’re so kind.”  And beneath the 

surface we are thinking, “I deserve that compliment! They have no idea how long 

that sermon took me.”  During Lent we are invited to approach God in humility 

that we may own our actions and reactions to those with which we are in        

ministry.   

 

Another important aspect of Lent is the necessity for us to prepare our lives for a 

formative change.  I maintain that fasting is a discipline that we have long        

neglected.  John Wesley said, “Here, then, is one ‘natural’ reason for fasting. A 

person experiences deep affliction because they are overwhelmed with sorrow for 

sin, and a strong apprehension of the wrath of God.”  Wesley believed it was  

necessary even after conversion because of our sinful natures.  Hereto, he         

expected his preachers to include this discipline as part of their weekly practices.  

What would happen if we fasted once a week during Lent?  Might a revival break 

out?  The benefits of fasting are immeasurable and bring us in closer communion 

with God as we feast on God’s Word.     

 

Once we have been fed by the Word of God we can see more clearly our need for 

repentance and confession.  The word “repent,” or “repentance,” comes from the 

Greek word “metanoeo”.  The word “meta” indicates, “to change or transform.”  

While the second part of the word, “nous,” is translated as, “mind”.  When   

someone repents or is under the conviction of repentance they are literally 

“changing their mind.”  It is something we must choose to do.  Thus when we 

choose to repent and confess our shortcoming or sin before God and one another 

a wonderful healing takes place and a new opportunity for ministry is created.

Time to Surrender 
Romans 12:1-21 

 

While the Lenten Season came after the ministry of the Apostle Paul, I believe he was in touch with the 

spirit of Lent when he wrote Romans 12.  Notice that he begins with the statement that we are to offer 

ourselves as “a living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God.”  In order for us to do this we must first humble 

ourselves before God.  When we humble ourselves we become vulnerable.  I don’t know too many of us 

who like being vulnerable, in fact I venture to say most of us are just the opposite.  We enjoy being a    

pillar of strength and courage in the face of adversity or challenge.  But if we are seeking authenticity we 

must practice genuine humility as we approach the Lenten Season.  When we are able to acknowledge our 

failures, faults, stubbornness or slowness to act then we model for others that we need mercy.  Think for a 

moment what our church meetings would look like if everyone practiced showing mercy. Might the world 

change its view of the church?  

 

Paul knew the only way for this all to happen was for us to be sincere in love.  In Lent we are challenged 

to put down the burdens we carry to the office and come to terms with what it means to wholly surrender 

ourselves to becoming servants of Christ.  As you ponder your Lenten disciplines I pray you will consider 

fasting, confessing and repenting for through these practices we will be healed and made whole.  I close 

with a verse from one of my favorite hymns that sums it up best.  “All to Jesus I surrender, All to Him I 

freely give; I will ever love and trust Him, In His presence daily live.”  The season of Lent is about       

surrender, mercy, forgiveness and grace.  May you experience God’s mercy and peace in this Season of 

Lent.
